popular and classical 
music. This concert 
was attended by over 250 volunteers 
from organisations including Flinders 
Medical Centre, State Library of SA and 
Anglicare. The volunteers were selected 
by these organisations to attend,  as a 
way to thank them for the important 
work they do in our communities. 

AdYO’s General Manager, Chris 
Wainwright remarks, “This concert was 
a new development for our successful 
community concerts normally held in 

Rundle Mall. Moving the concert 
to the Grainger Studio meant 
many more people could fully 

experience our fine young musicians’ 
performances and through inviting 250 
volunteers, we gave the orchestra a 
whole new audience." 

In October, Adelaide Youth Sinfonia’s 
ever-popular, Babies Proms turned five 
with sell-out performances at the 

G r a i n g e r  S t u d i o , 
compered  by  Bronwen 
James with special guests, 
Young Adelaide Voices’ 
Junior Choir.  

“I’ve always loved the way 
the Last Night of The 
Proms allows everyone to 
engage with the orchestra 
and become fully 
immersed in the 
experience of symphonic 
music. Babies Proms has 

proved to be a perfect way for parents 
to introduce the excitement of live 
performance to their children,” says 
Adelaide Youth Sinfonia’s conductor 
Joanna Drimatis. 

Prior to presenting their Adelaide 
concerts, Adelaide Youth Sinfonia also 
gave two performances for the clients of 
UnitingCare Wesley Port Adelaide at The 
Parks, many of whom had never been to 
the theatre before. We received 
magnificent feedback from all involved. 
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To end AdYO’s 2009 Maestro Series, Adelaide Youth 
Orchestra with Keith Crellin presented a challenging and 
enthralling concert of works by Berlioz, Mozart and 
Smetana, TO a large and supportive audience. 

The Advertiser’s critic, Peter Burdon wrote of the 
concert, “if not perfect in the execution, sets a new and 
pleasingly high benchmark. Berlioz' Le carnival romain 
overture is full of fine tunes and good for a youth 
ensemble, giving as it does a few seconds of fame to 
practically every instrument.” 

Throughout the evening there were many highlights, 
including AdYO’s Principal Flautist Anna Cooper’s 
concerto debut with the Orchestra, performing 
Mozart’s Flute Concerto in G major, K. 313, which 
Burdon also praised, by writing: “Flautist Anna Cooper 
was brilliant, whether in the many fast and technically 
furious passages, or in the lyrical, dreamy Adagio.” 

To close the 2009 Maestro Series, AdYO performed the 
first three movements of Smetana’s tone-poem, Ma 
Vlast, a work filled with rich folk tunes that allowed the 
orchestra to demonstrate their fine musicianship.

AdYO’s General Manager, Chris 
Wainwright says, “This wine dinner is 
an important addition to AdYO’s 
annual calendar of fundraisers. The 

event allows us to align our own 
vision of artistic excellence with 
South Australia’s finest food and 
wine suppliers.” 

Each year, Adelaide Youth Orchestra 
intends to hold a dinner of this kind 
to raise more than $5,000,  providing 
urgently needed funds to support its 
regional touring initiative. The 2009 
dinner will help make it possible for 
the Adelaide Youth Orchestra to 
present an education program and 
concert for students and families of 
the Barossa Valley.
